· Now without further ado I am honored to introduce our first speaker: 

4-StarGeneral Barry R. McCaffrey 
· General Barry R. McCaffrey was the Director of the White House Office of National Drug Control Policy from 1996 to 2001. 

·  He was confirmed by unanimous vote of the U.S. Senate.    He served as a member of the President’s Cabinet and the National Security Council for drug-related issues.  

· He coordinated a 19 billion dollar anti-drug budget where he doubled U.S. treatment funds and developed the US National Drug Control Strategy. 

· Now, he is a national security, terrorism and drug policy analyst in the media, and has been a professor teaching international affairs and national security courses at West Point. 
· He is president of his consulting firm in Arlington VA and regularly briefs the Pentagon and the White House on his national security, counter-terrorism and drug policy study missions abroad including Afghanistan, Iraq, the Middle East, Colombia among many others. 

· At the time of his retirement from the military, he was the most highly decorated and youngest four-star general in the U.S. Army.  He twice received the Distinguished Service Cross, the nation’s second highest medal for valor.  He   was awarded three Purple Heart medals for wounds sustained in combat. (applause)

He is a member of the National Conference of State Legislatures Advisory Committee on the Treatment and Prevention of Alcohol and Other Substance Use Disorders and the Employee Assistance Professionals Association.
