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Barry Bonds “Only” Took Amphetamine, Killer Drug?? Former White House Drug Spokesman Says Bonds Would Be Banned 2 Yrs in Olympics, for Life by U.S. Track and Field; Robert Weiner Asserts Baseball Coverup, Weakness

(Washington, DC)—The former White House Drug Policy Spokesman has asked how baseball is saying Barry Bonds “only” took amphetamine and how he is not even suspended for a day.  Robert Weiner, White House Drug Policy Spokesman 1995-2001 who directed White House Drug Policy press at the Sydney Olympics and later, World Anti-Doping Agency press at the Salt Lake Olympic Games, says:

“Major League baseball is effectively saying that superstar Barry Bonds ‘only’ took amphetamine so is not even suspended for a day.  This inaction is the strongest possible proof of the weakness of baseball’s drug policy.  On this offense alone, Bonds would be banned two years from the Olympics and for life by USA Track and Field.

“Moreover, the fact that it’s not steroids but amphetamine should be irrelevant.  Amphetamines are killer drugs, capable of placing users into psychoses, fostering suicide and violent crime including rape, assault, murder, and other rage-based actions. How baseball wants to consider amphetamines, when used illegally, less of a threat than steroids -- also dangerous – is beyond me or any thinking person.
“It appears what we really have is a coverup of the superstars like Bonds in baseball.  Now that the truth has come out, the Commissioner should now use his ‘in the best interest of baseball’ power to remove Bonds from the game for at least two years.

“To children who still have the dream of pure sport, Barry Bonds has become a very bad example. 

“Moreover, baseball should change its retroactive no-ban-for-first-use amphetamine policy and join the WADA world code calling for two-years for first offense.”
